Solway Orienteers Club Policies and Procedures 
Solway Orienteers is affiliated to the national governing body for Orienteering, British Orienteering (BO), and to its regional association, the Scottish Orienteering Association (SOA). In accordance with the Articles of Association of these bodies, BO article 6.3 and SOA article 2.6, Solway Orienteers committee and members are bound by BO & SOA rules, regulations and policies. 
Solway Orienteers have more detailed specific policies on a number of topics, which are contained in a separate document. 
1. Coaching
Solway Orienteers club coaches, in addition to abiding by the club policy on ethics and behaviours also sign the British Orienteering code of conduct for coaches.  They are trained First Aiders
2. Events 
2.1 Participation
At all events the organiser will ensure there is a record of participation for all participants including volunteers, whether competing or not.  This list should include non-members. Results and lists of non-members and volunteers are kept on the club web site for five years for insurance purposes. 
2.2 First Aid. The club should have a person holding at least a basic First Aid qualification at all events with access to a First Aid kit. The organiser should have access to a mobile phone and appropriate numbers and locations for the nearest emergency hospital or emergency services.  
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
